MESSAGE - MINISTRY OF EDUCATION  

 

STUDENT ATTENDANCE 
We have just received a memo from the MOE 
regarding student absenteeism. It is now a 
requirement for all schools to submit a daily 
report about number of students who are 
absent, names, and the reason. If there is a 

repeated pattern of absence or the number is high, the MOE will start 
an investigation into the school and the family concerned.  

NIS started sending these reports this week, so we politely ask our 
parents not to allow their children to be absent unless they can 
provide an official document to support the reason. It is the 
responsibility of all parents to ensure that children attend school 
every day, unless there is a justified reason which is acceptable to 
the school.  

Students who fail to attend school regularly, or absent themselves 
from school days, could lose other privileges. Recurrent 
unauthorized absences and single unauthorized absences from 
days that have specific events, such as Sports Day and Fun Day, will 
be treated very seriously. Students with such habits will be ineligible 
to attend or participate in other events that take place such as, 
activities, Open Day, Graduation, representing sports teams and 
other additional events in school hours.

Using Mind Maps for Learning  

One tool Mrs. Hana Shashaa used in classes to help students make 
broader, more diverse, and adaptive connections is the mind map. Mind 
maps are visual representation of concepts. They begin with the main idea 
or topic in the middle. Then key words or images radiate outwards to 
increasingly specific examples or tangent ideas. Grade 10 had the 
experience of working with mind maps to summarize a big topic about ICT 
application ï they used mindmup.com website and they created and 
shared amazing mind maps. Mind Maps are great for individual note-
taking, collaborative planning, teamwork and classroom activity. Well-
done grade 10.
