No test or examinations will be given to any student who takes 

an early vacation. No students should be leaving school early 

before the approved vacation period.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE 
We have just received a memo from the MOE 
regarding student absenteeism. It is now a 
requirement for all schools to submit a daily 
report about number of students who are 
absent, names, and the reason. If there is a 

repeated pattern of absence or the number is high, the MOE will start an 
investigation into the school and the family concerned.  

NIS started sending these reports this week, so we politely ask our parents 
not to allow their children to be absent unless they can provide an official 
document to support the reason. It is the responsibility of all parents to 
ensure that children attend school every day, unless there is a justified 
reason which is acceptable to the school.  

Students who fail to attend school regularly, or absent themselves 
from school days, could lose other privileges. Recurrent 
unauthorized absences and single unauthorized absences from 
days that have specific events, such as Sports Day and Fun Day, will 
be treated very seriously. Students with such habits will be ineligible 
to attend or participate in other events that take place such as, 
activities, Open Day, Graduation, representing sports teams and 
other additional events in school hours.

      EXAMINATIONS RULES (G4-10) 
 

At NIS all our end of term examinations  
follow the protocols from Cambridge 
Examinations. These regulations are very 
strict and students must know these 
without thinking by the time they reach 
G10.  
 
Notice to Candidates ð ALL 
STUDENTS 
 

Know the rules before you take your examinations  
 
1. You must be on time for all your examinations and any required 
periods of supervision.  
 
2. You must bring the equipment you need to the examination e.g. pens, 
pencils and rulers.  
 
3. You may use a calculator unless you are told not to do so, but you 
must not use the calculator function of another device.  
 
4. You must not become involved in any unfair or dishonest practice 
before, during or after the examination.  
 
5. You must not:  
 

¶ Sit an examination in the name of another candidate. 
 

¶ Have unauthorised material, including electronic devices and mobile 
phones in the examination.  
 

¶ Have any equipment in the examination, which might give you an 
unfair advantage.  
 
6. Having unauthorised material in the examination is breaking the rules, 
even if you do not intend to use it. If you have any unauthorised material 
you may be penalised or disqualified.  
 
7. You must not talk to, attempt to communicate with or disturb other 
candidates once you have entered the examination room.  
 
8. You must follow the instructions of the invigilator.  
 
9. If you are in any doubt speak to the invigilator.  
 
10. You must leave the question paper, your answer book or answer 
paper, rough work and any other (used or unused) materials in the 
examination room.

FARM ANIMALS BY KG1A!! 

 

KG1 A have been learning about farm animals. They have enjoyed 
making farm animal art crafts for the past two weeks. They have been 
drawing, coloring, cutting and sticking pieces together, while creating an 
imaginary atmosphere made of fun learning and laughter. 
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INVESTIGATING DIFFERENT 

COMPONENTS IN ELECTRICAL CIRCUITS 

  
The students in grade 5 investigated the effect of adding different 
components in electrical circuits. They used light bulbs, batteries, wires 
and switches to build simple electrical circuits. At the start, they tested the 
effect of adding one more battery to the circuits. They noticed that the 
bulbs went brighter as more electricity flowed in the circuit after adding the 
extra battery.  
 

 
 
Adding another component, which consumes more energy has an 
adverse effect on the brightness of the bulb. The students reported that a 
decrease in the brightness of the bulb was observed as they added one 
more bulb or buzzer to the circuit. One thing was hard to investigate is the 
effect of long wires on the brightness of the bulbs. It was not easy to see 
a significant difference between a long wires-circuit and a short wires-
circuit hence the students decided to make one long wires-circuit by 
connecting all the available wires. A circuit in like the length of the 
classroomôs circumference was made by connecting all the wires together. 
At that time, the students noticed a clear difference between a short wires-
circuit, which made a much brighter light compared to a long wires-circuit, 
which provides a huge resistance that made the light bulbs dimmer.
