Payments are required no later than
01 September 2024, 5" January 2025 and 16" March 2025.
e Parents who enter into written agreement with NIS to undertake a payment plan and then experience difficulty in making payments
are expected to contact the NIS Accounts Office to discuss options prior to the due dates mentioned above.
e Note: Nursery is available for children of NIS employees only
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New Registration Entrance Fee

The following compulsory payment is required at the time of admission offer acceptance. This is a one-time payment for new admissions.

New Registration Entrance Fee SAR
[non-refundable, non-transferable and non-deductible] 3,450

The New Registration Entrance Fee is non-refundable, non-transferable and non-deductible from the tuition fee. The New Registration
Entrance Fee is applied at the time of acceptance of student’s admission.
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ransportation Fee

NIS offers a school bus system that services much of the NIS catchment area. A transportation fee is payable in addition to school fees if
parents elect to use the school buses.

[non-refundable, non-transferable and non-deductible] 6,325

e Feeis based on a two-way (am and pm) daily option only. There is no one-way option.

e This amount is due in full (even for late joining students).

e There is no sibling discount.

e Any child who uses the bus will incur full annual transportation fee payment.

e Transportation fee is nonrefundable in case of withdrawal or removal for disciplinary reasons from either the bus and/or the school.
e Inthe event that the bus fee is delayed for more than 2 weeks, the student will be removed from the bus.
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Additional Expenses:

This schedule outlines the core tuition fees. Please be aware of additional expenses students may incur throughout the year:

Optional Activities: These include sporting activities, field trips, and lunch expenses (not provided).

Insurance: While not included, we strongly encourage parents to obtain health, accident, and liability insurance for their children.
Stationery and Supplies: Students will need to purchase their own stationery and other school supplies.

Uniforms: Uniforms must be purchased exclusively from the NIS Uniform Store and are an additional expense.

External Course/Examination Fees: Fees for external courses and examinations (e.g., Primary Checkpoint, Secondary 1 Checkpoint,
IGCSE, A Levels, IELTS) are not included in tuition and must be paid in full by the due date. Failure to pay these fees will result in
withdrawal from the course/examination.

6. Textbooks: While most textbooks and practice books are included with tuition, parents may need to provide additional resources
if required. Textbooks are leased to students and must be returned in good condition. Any damage or loss will incur a
replacement cost.
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Special Discounts

NIS does not offer discount for full payment of the annual fee, even if the tuition fee is paid before the beginning of the year.

NIS does not offer a sibling discount on tuition fees. A family with two or more children studying with NIS will be charged as per the
tuition fee schedule (1).
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Re-Enrolment Deposit and Form

All enrolled parents are reminded that if they wish to reserve a place at NIS for next academic year a deposit of SAR 2,300 per child
(including VAT) is required before 23™ May 2024. Failure to do so could result in the children places being forfeited. Parents are required
to submit the signed re-enrollment form (Green Form) at the time of deposit.

Re-enrolment Deposit SAR
[non-refundable and non-transferable] 2,300

The re-enrollment fee is non-refundable, non-transferrable but will be deducted from the tuition fee. If the re-enrollment deposit is not
received prior to 23" May 4024, places will be allocated to new admissions on a “first come, first served basis’.
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Fee Default

1. NIS operates a fee default practice in accordance with the MOE guidelines.

Two instances of fee default during the academic year may result in the Term payment option being withdrawn for the following
academic year.

A history of fee default risks re-enroliment for the following academic year.

NIS staff will not discuss with or directly involve children in fee default practices.

The school will take such action, including recourse to the legal process, as it deems necessary to recover all outstanding fees.
The tuition fees for the term are payable in full regardless of sickness or absence for other reasons (including study leave).
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uition Fee Refund Procedure

To withdraw your child from NIS, please submit a written notice to the Admissions Office (admissions@nadaschool.edu.sa) at least two
months before their last day.

Please note the following conditions:

e No refunds are available for any student who is permanently excluded from the school.

e Any student who attends one or more days during a term will incur the full tuition fee payment for the whole of that particular
term.

e Inthe event a family is forced to leave KSA with little or no notice as result of factors beyond their control, the two-month notice
period may be waived. In such cases, parents are to provide documentary evidence which substantiates the need for departure.

[To be read in conjunction with the Fee Schedule and Fee Policy for 2024/2025]

By enrolling your child at NIS you automatically agree in full to each, and all, of the policies of the school, terms and conditions
below as well as the Fee Schedule and Fee Policy. The parent agrees and, on their child’s behalf agree, to abide by all the NIS
policies.

The fee schedule for each academic year is reviewed annually. Any increase in fees will automatically apply to all students, whether
enrolled prior to a formal announcement or otherwise. Parents need to be aware that a fee increase of 5 — 10% would be the
maximum increase, if it was applied.

All parents who intend their child to start classes after the first day of the school’s calendar year must notify the Admissions Officer
in writing. If the school has not received written notification of late start, and the first instalment has not been paid, the school will
deem that the child is not attending. In this case the child’s offer of enrolment will be withdrawn (and could be offered to another

child). In addition, any deposit paid will be forfeited.

In the event that parents still desire their child to attend NIS after this period, they will be required to begin the admissions process
again, and the Admissions Officer will be required to check whether a place is available for the child. The possibility exists that no
places for the child may be available at that time. Payment of the New Registration Entrance Fee will be required.

Medical records of all children must be provided during the admissions process. The school reserves the right to defer or refuse
enrolment when parents fail to meet the requirements.

In the following cases, the school reserves the right to refuse a child re-enrolment:

If a child fails to meet the school ‘s behavioural requirements.

If a child fails to meet the school ‘s attendance requirements.

If parents fail to adhere to the school’s fee payment requirements.

If parents verbally / physically abuse/ persistently make unreasonable demands on NIS staff.
